HONORARY DEGREE RECIPIENTS

Dr. Esther Duflo is the Abdul Latif Jameel Professor of Poverty Alleviation and 
Development Economics in the Department of Economics at the Massachusetts 
Institute of Technology. She also is co-founder and co-director of the Abdul 
Latif Jameel Poverty Action Lab at MIT, which promotes the use of randomized 
controlled trials in policy evaluation — more than 400 million people have been 
impacted by programs tested by the lab’s affiliated researchers — and the chair of 
Poverty and Public Policy at the Collège de France. Since 2024 she has also served 
as the president of the Paris School of Economics.

Her research seeks to understand the economic lives of people living in poverty, 
with the aim of helping design and evaluate social policies. She has worked on 
health, education, financial inclusion, environment, and governance. In 2019, 
she, Abhijit Banerjee, and Michael Kremer received the Nobel Memorial Prize in 
Economic Sciences “for their experimental approach to alleviating global poverty.”

Dr. Duflo has received numerous academic honors and prizes: the Princess of 
Asturias Award for Social Sciences, the A.SK Social Science Award, Infosys Prize, 
the David N. Kershaw Award, a John Bates Clark Medal, and a MacArthur “Genius 
Grant” Fellowship. With Abhijit Banerjee, she wrote Poor Economics: A Radical 
Rethinking of the Way to Fight Global Poverty, which won the Financial Times/
Goldman Sachs Business Book of the Year Award in 2011 and has been translated 
into more than 17 languages, and Good Economics for Hard Times. 

Dr. Duflo is a member of the National Academy of Sciences, a Corresponding 
Fellow of the British Academy, a research associate of the National Bureau of 
Economic Research, a board member of the Bureau for Research and Economic 
Analysis of Development, and the director of the development economics program 
of the Centre for Economic Policy Research.

Professor Junfu Zhang will present Dr. Duflo for the degree of Doctor of Laws.



Ari Shapiro is an award-winning journalist who has hosted National Public  
Radio’s flagship “All Things Considered” news program since 2015.

Before joining “All Things Considered,” Mr. Shapiro spent two years as NPR’s 
international correspondent based in London, traveling the world to cover a wide 
range of topics. He was NPR’s White House correspondent for four years during 
the Obama Administration and was the justice correspondent during the George 
W. Bush Administration, covering debates around surveillance, detention, and 
interrogation in the years after Sept. 11.

Mr. Shapiro’s work has won three national Edward R. Murrow awards: one for a 
global series that connected the dots between climate change, migration, and far-
right political leaders; another for his reporting on Breonna Taylor’s life and death; 
and a third for his coverage of the Trump Administration’s asylum policies on the 
U.S.-Mexico border. In 2023, he was named Journalist of the Year by NLGJA, the 
association of LGBTQ+ journalists.

Other honors include a laurel from the Columbia Journalism Review for his 
investigation into disability benefits for injured American veterans; a Silver 
Gavel from the American Bar Association for exposing the failures of Louisiana’s 
detention system after Hurricane Katrina; the first-ever American Gavel Award 
from the American Judges Association’ for his work on U.S. courts and the 
American justice system; and the Daniel Schorr Journalism Prize from WBUR 
and Boston University for an investigation of methamphetamine use and HIV 
transmission. 

Mr. Shapiro is also a singer and has performed in venues from Carnegie Hall to 
 the Hollywood Bowl — and across the U.S. in “Och and Oy: A Considered Cabaret”  
with Tony Award winner Alan Cumming. He also makes frequent guest 
appearances with the “little orchestra” Pink Martini. His debut memoir, The Best 
Strangers in the World, was an instant New York Times bestseller. A magna cum 
laude graduate of Yale University, Mr. Shapiro began his journalism career as an 
intern for Nina Totenberg, legal affairs correspondent at NPR.

COMMENCEMENT NOTES

Clark University was founded in 1887 as one of the first all-graduate institutions in 
America; the undergraduate college was established in 1902. During the early years 
of the University, graduate degrees were awarded on an individual basis. Formal 
commencement exercises began at Clark in June 1905, when bachelor’s degrees 
were awarded for the first time and President Theodore Roosevelt delivered the 
Commencement address.

The colorful academic apparel worn at inaugurations, convocations, and 
commencement ceremonies has its origins in the Middle Ages, when scholars at 
European universities wore hoods and gowns as their daily attire.

The hood was originally used as a cowl, cape, and, when hung from the shoulder,  
a sack to collect alms. Legend has it that when large wigs were in vogue, the cape 
section of the hood was cut open and a narrow neckband was inserted in the front —  
the hood style we use today. 

American academic fashion comes mainly from the gowns worn at Oxford University. 
The earliest bachelor’s hoods were lined with fur; in the summer, noblemen and 
masters wore hoods with miniver or silk linings.  

The mortarboard cap’s origins, however, are unclear. Some believe it is shaped to 
resemble a book; others claim the cap is patterned to resemble the mortarboards of 
master craftsmen or the quadrangle of the Oxford campus.  

Caps and gowns have been worn at American universities since colonial times, but it 
was not until 1885 that they became customary at commencements. By 1895, a code 
for academic costume was established for colleges and universities in the U.S., with 
academic attire reflecting the level of an individual’s degree and the institution  
granting that degree.  

Gowns for the three levels of degrees are distinguished mainly by sleeve length.  
For example, the doctor’s gown features large, bell-shaped sleeves with three velvet 
crossbars on the upper portion of the arm and velvet trim down the gown’s front. The 
hood indicates the level of degree attained, the academic field, and granting institution. 
The color of the hood’s lining identifies the institution conferring the degree.  

Clark’s doctoral robes are emerald green with gold University seals on the lapels.  
These complement the traditional doctoral hoods, which reflect the University’s 
graduate colors: white and emerald. The hoods worn by undergraduates reflect the 
official colors of the College: white and scarlet. The hood worn by the President of the 
University includes both emerald and scarlet, signifying that the University and the 
College are one. 

Gowns worn by undergraduate students who receive their degrees with honors 
through the Undergraduate College include a gold cord. 

During Commencement weekend, Clark University is proud to display the flags of 
many nations, and the United Nations, on our campus to celebrate the diversity of our 
students. With students from about 70 countries in attendance at Clark and members 
of the faculty involved in research, training, and development around the world, Clark’s 
international character is evident and is honored with this display.
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
